Retirement of Officer and Appointment of Successor

On February 21, 2012, Michael J. Chesser, Chairman and Chief Executive Officer of Great Plains Energy Incorporated (“Great Plains Energy”) and its wholly-
owned subsidiaries Kansas City Power & Light Company (“KCP&L”) and KCP&L Greater Missouri Operations Company (“GMO”), informed the Boards of those
companies of his decision to retire as Chief Executive Officer effective May 31, 2012. Mr. Chesser will continue to serve on the Boards of those companies as non-
executive Chairman.

Terry Bassham, Director and President and Chief Operating Officer of Great Plains Energy, KCP&L and GMO, was appointed to succeed Mr. Chesser as Chief
Executive Officer of Great Plains Energy, KCP&L and GMO, effective June 1, 2012. Mr. Bassham, 51, will hold such position until his resignation or removal. Effective
June 1, 2012, Mr. Bassham will no longer serve as the Chief Operating Officer of each company but will continue to serve as President of the companies. There are no
family relationships between Mr. Bassham and any other executive officer or director of Great Plains Energy, KCP&L or GMO, and there is no arrangement or
understanding between Mr. Bassham and any other person pursuant to which he was appointed to this position. The other information regarding Mr. Bassham required by
Item 401(e) of Regulation S-K is disclosed in the section titled “Executive Officers” in Part I Item 1. Business of Great Plains Energy’s Annual Report on Form 10-K for
the year ended December 31, 2010, and is incorporated herein by reference. Any modifications to compensation arrangements with Mr. Bassham in connection with this
appointment have not yet been determined, and will be reported by an amendment to this current report when determined.
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
